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1. Nationality Requirements (All applicants):

Both the applicants and their parents must be foreign nationals without Korean citizenship

1) Both applicants and their parents must have acquired non-Korean nationality before the applicant’s enrollment
in an educational curriculum equivalent to the high school curriculum in Korea. Korean nationals with dual or
multiple nationalities are not eligible to apply; this applies to the applicant and both parents.

2) Applicantswhothemselvesand/ortheir parentshave everheld Korean nationality must submitaDenationalization
Certificate that verifies renunciation of Korean nationality and its date (e.g. Family relation certificate (7t&
HAZEAM), certificate of removal from family registry (M S&), declaration of loss of nationality for both the
applicant and parent(s) (3 X A4 /O|2ALY ZEH), etc.) Application for renunciation of Korean nationality (&AM
(o|EhAtAlAM T F4-Z 8l M) is not considered valid as proof of loss of Korean nationality.) Applicants and/or
their parents must renounce (lose) their Korean nationality before the applicant’s enrollment in an educational
curriculum equivalent to the high school curriculum in Korea.

3) If the applicant’s parents are divorced, and one of the parents has custody (parental rights) of the applicant, only
that parent’s nation will be considered in nationality requirements. In this case, submission of the relevant official
documents that prove divorce and custody (parental rights) is mandatory. However, if the person with custody
(parental rights) remarried someone with Korean nationality, that applicant can NOT apply regardless of whether
the Korean who remarried with the applicant’s custody holder has adopted the applicant. In case the applicant’s
parents have divorced after the applicant became an adult, and so parents do not have any parental authority
or have joint custody, the applicant’s parents and the person they remarried must each submit certificates of
nationality and remarriage.

4) Adopted applicants are eligible to apply only if the applicant obtained a nationality of another country (other

than Korea) before the applicant’s enrollment in an educational curriculum equivalent to the primary school
curriculum in Korea. In this case, declaration of loss of nationality (244! /0|2AtA ) must be submitted.

2. Academic Requirements

1) Freshman Applicants

(1) Applicants have graduated or are expected to graduate from accredited primary and secondary schools
inside or outside of Korea. (12-year education)

(2) High school diploma equivalency exams (for example, the GED in the U.S. or Canada, the A& 11A| in Korea, and
China’s Higher Education Self-taught Examination (& EB%%1:)), home schooling, online courses(entirely
distance education), continuing(lifelong) education courses, adult education courses, correspondence
courses, language courses from the level of primary and secondary education are not regarded as equivalent
to the regular academic school curriculum.

2) Transfer Applicants
In addition, transfer applicants must meet at least one of the following requirements:

(1) Applicants have completed or are expected to complete at least 2 years of a 4-year undergraduate degree
program with at least 50 percent of the credits required for graduation at an accredited Korean or foreign
university

(2) Applicants have graduated or are expected to graduate from a 2- or 3-year associate degree program at an
accredited Korean or foreign college

3) Applicants require academic records from schools accredited under the education laws of their respective
countries.

3. Language Proficiency Requirements

All applicants must meet one or more of the following requirements:

1) TOPIK report of Level 3 or above (TOPIK IBT score is also acceptable. However, trial test score is not acceptable)
2) Korean Language Program Completion Certificate issued by Konkuk Language Institute of Level 3 or above
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3) Report card of Korean Language Test Level 3 or above conducted and issued by Konkuk Language Institute

4) Completed Level 3 (or its equivalent) and above of a Korean language program at an IEQAS certified university’s
Korean Language Institute in Korea.

5) Completed at least 1 year of language training at an IEQAS certified university’s Korean Language Institute in
Korea and passed school examinations. (excluding fail/non-pass)

6) Completed Korean Intermediate Level 1 or above of the King Sejong Institute

7) Holders of other Korean language proficiency documents

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@ Il. Guidelines for conditionally accepted candidates
of the International College

1. Applicants for the International College may receive a conditional acceptance and be issued
conditional acceptance certificates even if they do not meet the specified language requirements
by April 11, 2025 (Fri) [15t round applicants] / May 30, 2025 (Fri) [2"d round applicants].

2. Conditionally accepted applicants who are able to meet the language requirements by August 21,
2025 (Thur) (e.g. 2025 Summer Semester Level 3 students of Konkuk Language Institute), must
pay the tuition fee between June 24, 2025 (Tue) 10:00 a.m. ~ June 30, 2025 (Mon) 4:00 p.m. and
may officially enroll on September 1,2025 (Mon) if they submit the language certificates by August
21,2025 (Thur). (However, if applicants submit additional language certificates after May 30, 2025
(Fri), only language certificates submitted by applicants who are already living in Korea AND are
able to change their VISA status to D-2 before the beginning of the new semester (September
1, 2025 (Mon)) OR have a VISA with eligibility to study in a Korean university will be accepted. If
conditionally accepted applicants pay their tuition fee but fail to meet the language requirements
by August 21, 2025 (Thur), the tuition fee paid will be refunded).

3. Those who cannot or do not meet the language requirements by August 21, 2025 (Thur), are
required to re-apply to the department they were conditionally accepted to eitherin 2026 Spring/
Fall or 2027 Spring (or on schedule to attain) the language requirements, and pay the application
fee again. In addition, the undergraduate tuition fee for the re-applied semester must be paid
during the designated payment period for that semester. It is important to note that tuition,
scholarships,and other admission-related matters are subject to change in subsequent semesters
and are contingent upon the specific terms of each semester. If you re-apply to a department
other than the department of conditional acceptance or re-apply after the designated period, the
conditional acceptance will be cancelled.

4. In the case of re-application, applicants do not need to submit all the application documents
again. Instead, the applicant only needs to submit the Certificate of Conditional Acceptance and
documents certifying language proficiency. However, some additional documents (financial
documents, etc.) may be requested due to changes in school policies or for issuance of Certificate
of Admission and if not submitted, will result in the cancellation of conditional acceptance and
subsequent admission.

5. If you wish and are eligible for the VISA after receiving a conditional acceptance, you have the
option to study at Konkuk Language Institute. However, it is not mandatory. If you wish to study at
Konkuk Language Institute, you must submit the related documents according to the stipulated
regulations and undergo the due application procedures.
